Senate Bill 11 
 
 

• Each district/charter school shall establish a school safety and security 
committee (SSSC) 

• Threat assessment and safe and supportive school team (SSST) will 
serve each campus 

House Bill 496 • Bleeding Control Measures 
• Bleed control training is required for charter school personnel who 

“may reasonably be expected to use a bleeding control station”.  
• Bleed control kits; must have “more than one [bleeding control 

station] per campus 
• Training October 9th for staff 
• Additional training – Spring 2020 

Behavior Threat 
Assessment 

• Assessing and reporting individuals who make threats of violence or 
exhibit harmful, threatening, or violent behavior 

• Gathering and analyzing data to determine the level of risk and 
appropriate intervention  

• Provide guidance to students and school employees on recognizing 
harmful, threatening, or violent behavior that may pose a risk to the 
community, school, or individual
